Travelers to the Pensacola Bay Area can now add something new to their vacation checklist: walking in the footsteps of a king and queen, including dining with the chefs who cooked for them, thanks to a new brochure by the Pensacola Bay Area Convention & Visitors Bureau.
King Juan Carlos I and Queen Sofia of Spain recently visited the Pensacola Bay Area to help commemorate the city’s 450th anniversary celebration of the Spanish founding of Pensacola in 1559. During their 18-hour tour in February, the king and queen enjoyed several sites around the city before attending a luncheon featuring the Pensacola Celebrity Chefs.

Irv Miller, Jim Shirley, Gus Silvos, Frank Taylor and Dan Dunn prepared the 500-seat luncheon with its impressive head table of a king, queen, ambassador, governor and senators. The meal began with a salad of baby iceberg lettuce with grilled, pickled shrimp, Sweet Home Farm asiago crisp, heirloom tomatoes and peppered bacon with a roasted Roma and garlic-smoked vinaigrette. An entrée of Grilled Gulf Coast grouper topped with tasso, charred sweet corn and Pasilla chili pepper maque choux sauce, lump crab and cheese grits followed, and the finish was a chocolate fudge cheesecake with praline-Renfroe Pecan crust and Pedro Ximenez macerated fresh berries.  

The Royal Tour of Pensacola includes stops at the five restaurants of the Pensacola Celebrity Chefs along with the area’s beautiful beaches, the Galvez monument at Fort George, Plaza de Luna and Plaza Ferdinand, the T.T. Wentworth, Jr. Florida State Museum, Pensacola Historic Village and the National Naval Aviation Museum. 

The brochure features an area map with points of interest as well as “fun facts” about the area’s history and the king and queen’s recent visit. Brochures of the tour are available at the Visitor Information Center on Gregory Street and at participating locations.
